(a) For the existing provision against column No. 7(a)(i) the following shall be substituted,
namely:—

“Essential qualification(s).—(i) M. D. (Ayurveda) of at least 3 (three) years duration
in Kayachikitsa or Balroga or Prasuti Tantra or Shalaya Tantra or Shalkya Tantra or
Panchkarma or Agad Tantra or Swasthvritta or Yoga from an Institution recognized by
Central Council of Indian Medicines/Government of Himachal Pradesh.”;

(b) For the existing provisions against Col. No.11, the following shall be substituted,
namely:—

“By promotion from amongst the Ayurvedic Medical Officers having a recognized
M. D. (Ayurveda) of at least three years duration in the specialty of Kayachikitsa or
Balroga or Prasuti Tantra or Shalya Tantra or Shalkya Tantra or Panchkarma or
Swasthvritta or Yoga or Agad Tantra with at least five years regular service or regular
combined with continuous adhoc service, if any, in the concerned specialty after
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acquiring the concerned M. D. (Ayurveda) degree failing which by transfer/on
secondment basis from amongst the incumbents holding equivalent posts and working
in the identical pay scale from other Departments of State Government.”

Provided that for filling up the posts of Senior Ayurvedic Chikitsak (Specialist), the
following two point posts based roster shall be followed:—

Point No. Category
Ist post Promotee
2nd post Direct recruit

Note.—The roster will be rotated after every 2nd point till the representation to both categories is
achieved by the given percentage. Thereafter, the vacancy is to be filled up from the
category which vacates the post.

6. Bara Bhangal Area of Bainjath Sub-Division of Kangra District

7. District Kinnaur

8. Kathwar and Korga Patwar Circles of Kamrau Sub-Tehsil Bhaladh Bhalona and
Sangna Patwar Circles of Renukaji Tehsil and Kota Pab Patwar Circle of Shilai Tehsil
in Sirmaur District.

(IT) In all cases of promotion, the continuous adhoc service rendered in the feeder post if
any, prior to regular appointment to the post shall be taken into account towards the length of
service as prescribed in these Rules for promotion subject to condition that the adhoc appointment/
promotion in the feeder category had been made after following proper acceptable process of
selection in accordance with the provision of R&P Rules:

Provided that in all cases where a junior person becomes eligible for consideration by
virtue of his/her total length of service (including the service rendered on adhoc basis,
followed by regular service/appointment) in the feeder post in view the provision
referred to above, all persons senior to him/her in the respective category/post/cadre
shall be deemed to be eligible for consideration and placed above the junior person in
the field of consideration,

Provided that all incumbents to be considered for promotion shall possess the

thereunder.

Similarly, in all cases of confirmation, continuous adhoc service rendered on the feeder
post, if any, prior to the regular appointment against such posts shall be taken into
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account towards the length of service, if the adhoc appointment/promotion had been
made after proper selection and in accordance with the provision of the R&P Rules:
